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1. On 11/3 at 1500 received a report from a citizen that he had lost his registration 

validation stickers and the State motor vehicle department required that he report it. 

Investigation report completed. 

2. On 12/1 at 0818 received a call for a medical assist where a 77 year old female had 

fallen and needed assistance. Emergency services and law enforcement responded 

and assisted the victim. Cleared without further incident. 

3. On 12/1 at 1308 responded to a serious motor vehicle collision on Chandler Road 

involving a single vehicle. Upon arrival a single motor vehicle was involved and the 

male operator was unconscious. Emergency responders arrived and the victim was 

treated and transported to the Catholic Medical Center in Manchester with serious 

injuries. The vehicle was towed from the scene by Mike’s Towing. 

The preliminary investigation indicated that the operator was traveling in the north-

east direction on Chandler road when the vehicle left the roadway of the south side, 

striking a tree. Further investigation indicated that one causation factor of the 

collision may have been an unknown medical condition that the operator experienced. 

The operator was identified as one Andrew W. Bergeron, age 29 of Antrim, New 

Hampshire. Post collision investigation confirmed that the operator had experienced a 

medical condition and also was transported to Dartmouth Hospital in Lebanon New 

Hampshire for further evaluation. Investigation is on-going. 

4. On 12/2 at 0717 received a call for a medical assist where a 78 year old male had 

fallen and needed assistance. Upon arrival the victim was assisted by emergency 

services. Cleared without further incident. 

5. On 12/3 at 1346 received a report of an OHRV complaint on Dennison Pond Road. It 

was reported that the OHRV was operated by a male suspect and last traveled towards 

Weare. 

6. On 12/4 at 1646 received a call for a check the welfare of a citizen from King Hill 

Road. The victim who was a thirty year old female was transported to Monadnock 

Community Hospital. Further investigation occurred reference to the welfare of a 

young child which led to the two year – eleven month old child being taken into 

protective custody. This agency contacted the appropriate resources and the Division 

of Child/Youth Family services and initial placement of the child was ordered. 

Investigation is on-going. 



7. On 12/5 at 1604 received a report of a verbal neighbor dispute where alleged 

threatening behavior occurred relative to a trespassing issue. The suspect has been 

identified and the investigation is on-going. 

8. On 12/6 at 2122 received a report of a canine nuisance in the area of Wilson Hill 

Road. The complainant reported that a canine had been barking for an extended 

period of time and was disturbing them.
